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3. Press down on the nib to allow 4. Wipe the nib and retry
ink to flow back into the pen

UNBLOCKING

* Blocking occurs when ink dries on the nib when the cap has been left off for
too long
» Steps to unblock the nib:
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I. Shake the pen well with 2. Try using the pen again
the cap on drawing lots of lines
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3. Remove the nib by pulling and place 4. Pierce the end of the nib with a pin
in warm water.Allow to dry and retry and retry
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Replace cap after use
